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Winona State Wins Third-Straight NSIC Title
St. Paul, Minn. - Winona State won its third-straight Northern Sun Intercollegiate Conference (NSIC) men’s golf title with a two-day, 36-
hole total of 601 at Pebble Creek Golf Course in Becker, Minn. Winona State held a one-stroke lead over Bemidji State after the first
day of play with a 302 but surged ahead with a 299 on the second day to win by 10 strokes. The championship was the fourth for the
Warriors in the past five years.

All five Warriors placed in the top 10. Sophomore Troy Merritt beat teammate Bret Toftness, the defending NSIC medalist, in the
second hole of a playoff to take medalist and Player of the Year honors. Both players finished with 145 totals at the end of 36 holes.
Matt Horel and Kevin Loeffler each scored 154s to tie for eighth, while Chad Bischoff was one stroke further behind for a 155. Winona
State’s Mark Bambenek was named Coach of the Year.
